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What is considered a late membership?

Applications for membership which are received after September 20th and before January 1st are considered late and they will be subject to the following:

1. Written notification will be sent using the “Notice of Incomplete Membership” (ADMMLL1), notifying the member that the membership was received after the September 20th date.

2. A late fee will be levied and the membership will be considered incomplete until the late fee is received. (This late fee is not applied to Newsletter and New Members)
What is considered a lapsed membership?

Renewing members whose membership is received after January 1st of the first year following the expected renewal date will be considered lapsed.
If I let my membership lapse what are the requirements to regain membership status?

To regain full membership status the candidate will be required to pay a monetary penalty fee as well as be required to acquire 5 CE credits for every year or portion of a year which has been lapsed. You will also be required to pay a monetary penalty, over and above the membership fee, for every lapsed year or portion of a year.

Example:

· A registered member in good standing for the 2001-2002 does not renew in the August of 2002 and they have only acquired 4 CE credits for that 2001-2002 year. In August of 2003 they decide to apply for registered membership status they will need;

                 a) 10 CE credits for 2001-2002 year when they were a member. (missed
                     getting 6 credits)

                 b) 5 CE credits for 2002-2003 year when they were not a member of the
                     association. When they apply for membership Sept 2003 they require 11
                     credits for registered membership status.

· They will be expected to pay an additional monetary penalty for the year missed.
Can a member appeal the CE and Lapsed membership penalties?

Yes. Individuals may appeal the CE penalty and Lapsed Fee in a written letter to

the Board.
NOTE: Effective July 1st, 2008 memberships lapsed for 3 membership years will be required to re-write the national registration exam to regain their Registered Membership Status.
