Requirements to Write the VTNE

Starting in spring 2010, the Veterinary Technician National Exam (VTNE) will no longer be a paper and pencil exam.  It will now become a computer based exam.  The exam will be written directly on a computer and preliminary results will be given immediately, with final results delivered in about three weeks to the exam taker.  There will be three windows during the year in which you may write the exam.  The windows for 2010 – 11 are as follows:

July 15-Aug 15, with the deadline June 15 for all documents.
November 15-Dec 15, with the deadline October 15 for all documents.
March 1-March 31 with the deadline February 1 for all documents.
Administration of the exam and collection of payment for the exam will now be the responsibility of the American Association of Veterinary State Boards (AAVSB).  This means that from now on you will submit your payment to write the exam directly to the AAVSB.  They will check with regulatory bodies such as MAHTA to ensure that anyone who applies to write the exam is eligible. For Student and Temporary members the steps to write the exam will go as follows:
1.  Become a Manitoba Animal Health Technologist Association Student Member.  Go to our website and download a Membership Registration form at http://www.mahta.ca/documents/Microsmember%20registration%20form%202009-10.pdf  Also, if you are student, you will need an enrollment certificate from your school (Temporary members should submit a copy of their diploma).  This enrollment certificate proves to MAHTA that you are a second year AHT and are eligible to write the VTNE.  Fill out your registration form and send it in along with the appropriate registration fees and your enrollment certificate to:

2.  Contact the American Association of Veterinary State Boards (AAVSB).  Starting April 1, 2010 candidates will contact AAVSB directly at their website at www.aavsb.org to register for the exam.  You will pay the AAVSB directly at their website in US funds (Check www.aavsb.org or check Frequently Asked Questions for current fees).  The AAVSB will check the eligibility of each candidate wishing to write the VTNE.   After being found eligible, the candidate will receive an Authorization to Test letter, then contact Prometric (at www.prometric.org or by toll free phone) to arrange for a specific testing date and time. An admission ticket will be sent out. The Prometric website will have a simple tutorial the candidate can view about the testing centers, or the candidate can arrange to visit a center if desired, prior to the exam. Once arriving at the site and presenting valid ID and an admission ticket, the candidate will be seated at a computer and presented with the VTNE tutorial, followed by the exam.
Keep watching the AAVSB at www.aavsb.org after April 1, 2010.  They promise to have more information at that time.
